Antigone – Character relationships and persuasive argument analysis (after reading Prologue, Sc. 1 & Sc. 2)
Task: 
Write a persuasive essay defending one of the views of either Antigone or Ismene on the issue or whether or not to bury Polynieces.  

You will write from the point of view of the ONE sister you chose using the first-person point of view (the I-form) as if you are that character.
Brainstorm Web – This will be done on a separate piece of paper
Middle – Sister Name (Antigone or Ismene) 

Around – motivations, principals, private thoughts, views of the situations

Pre-Writing Chart – Complete this on your own paper so you have more room – this is just a format example to help you organize your ideas.  This may take up the front and back of one sheet of paper.

· Finish with a final, convincing, persuasive statement. Remember to use logical appeal (rules, laws, facts), not just emotional (guilt, anger, or fear) or ethical (personal values) appeal to make your persuasive argument credible. 


Do NOT copy these examples.  These are models of how to write a first-person point of view thesis statement for either sister’s persuasive argument.  You may use some of the ideas, but you must state it in your own words.  Remember!  Once you choose one sister’s point of view do not switch sides.  You only present the opposing viewpoint when defending against counter argument.  

Thesis Statement Example (Antigone): Polyneices deserves to be honorably buried. I value my family and the laws of the Gods. My sister, Ismene should help me do what is right.

Thesis Statement Example (Ismene):  I love Polyneices just as much as Antigone, but I am only one woman; I cannot disobey a King’s law even if I must leave my brother unburied and refuse to help my beloved sister.
